Gross domestic product. Indexes were ob-
tained of the gross domestic product at factor
cost on the basis of dollars at 1960 prices.
Both the sectoral and the over-all indexes
represent rough estimates based on the data
available for the Latin American countries with
the exception of Cuba.

Apparent consumption of cement and finished
steel. Apparent consumption is understood to
mean the sum of production plus imports less
exports. The series for finished steel relates
only to the twenty Latin American republics.
The series for cement includes Barbados, Guya-
na, Jamaica and Trinidad and Tobago.

Import figures were harmonized independently
for eachgroup ofthe "Foreign Trade Classifica-
tion by Economic Use or Destination' ("Clasifi-
cacién del Comercio Exterior por Uso o Destino
Econdmico (CUODE)'"). For exports, the total
unit value indexes were harmonized. Thus, the
figures at constant 1963 prices for the period
1960-1963 were obtained by deflating current
values using the unit value indexes obtained in
the manner described above.

Coverage. This Bulletin presents revised series
in accordance with a new criterion as regards
coverage. The regional index published previ-
ously related only to the major mining countries;
in addition, the products were selected in line
with the criterion that as a whole they accounted
for 90 per cent or more of each country's mining
output. According to the new criterion adopted,
the regional index covers all countries with
mining production, and this in turn includes all
levels of production in 1963, which was taken as
the base year. Three indicators are presented
for both Latin America as a whole and each
individual country: mining production, crude
petroleum production, and mining and crude
petroleum production. This 1is intended to
highlight the importance of crude petroleum
production in the region.

Sources of information. The information was
obtained from national publications. Specialized
international publications were used only where
national data were lacking.

Prices. The estimated unit values relate to
1963, which was taken as the base year. In
general, prices at the mine are not available,
nor are there accurate data for determining the
value added for the mineral produced in the
various countries. To obviate this problem, the
following unit prices or values were chosen,
which, although not strictly homogeneous, seem
to be consistent with others obtained from diffe-
rent sources:
